FTE Jerez (Flight Training Europe Jerez) is a direct
descendant of the previous British Aerospace Flying
College at Prestwick in Scotland. In 1999 the school
was relocated to Jerez and became FTE Jerez in 2003.
This lineage of quality airline pilot training has been
preserved and enhanced, as FTE Jerez has established
itself as one of Europe’s finest airline pilot training
establishments.

With more than 20 years of history, FTE Jerez has
trained more than 2,000 quality pilots who are now
flying for more than 50 different airlines.

All aspects of the package provided at Jerez are
delivered by our own staff, with no elements
outsourced to other organisations. As a consequence
we have total control of the process from
accommodation, meals, aircraft and simulator
maintenance through to ground, flight and simulator
training.

FTE Jerez's home is the southern Andalusian city of
Jerez. Populated by friendly and welcoming locals
in a still unspoilt environment, Jerez is considered
as Spain’s wine and horse capital and the home of
flamenco. Jerez possesses wonderful and exclusive
attractions such as the wine cellars or bodegas, the
Royal Andalusian School of Equestrian Art, the Jerez
International Motor GP Circuit or the eldest area of
the city that is declared an artistic-historic area.

While the major priority at FTE Jerez is the acquirement
of a world-class training qualification leading to a
position with an airline, the overlaying elements of
the beautiful regional culture, the perfect weather
and other attractions, are an additional bonus that
can help relieve the tension of the intense training
programme.

Located in the province of Cadiz only 20 km from
the sea, it has a moderate climate averaging 15° C
during the day in winter and 30° C in summer, and
each year around 3,200 sun hours that equate to
more than 300 days of sunshine. With a population
of nearly 200,000 people, Jerez is one of the largest
municipalities in Spain.

Jerez international airport is located some 5 km

from town, with easy access to the city centre. It is
connected with London, Madrid, Barcelona and other
European destinations with regular scheduled flights.

Pilot Training Courses |

FTE Jerez is one of the few FTOs in Europe where all training is conducted from the same location.

a. A 60 week fully residential course which provides students with a
CPL, MEIR and MCC certificate (together all of these are referred to as a Frozen ATPL).

b. Designed to specifically provide students with the skills to transition directly
into an airline. Enrolment for this training can only be achieved through an airline.

C. A 12 week course for people who have selected the modular route of training and which
provides the high quality finishing components of a modular ATPL path.

d. A 2-3 week course for those who choose a modular path rather than an integrated programme.

e. A non-regulatory course which provides students with the fundamentals required
for upgrading from a small single pilot training aircraft to a jet airliner.

f. Provides potential airline pilots with the basic skills for recovery from extreme unusual attitudes.

g. Provides pilots with the rating to be able to work as a flight instructor.

h. FTE Jerez conducts ICAO and JAR assessments of English
language skills, and provides remedial training when required. We are the first FTO to be formally approved by
the UK CAA.

The aircraft fleet and Synthetic Training Devices (STD) at FTE Jerez have been selected to ensure optimum training
value is achieved by each student on each training exercise. Our large fleet of Piper aircraft are all fitted with
identical radio navigation and instrument layout to ensure that no ‘re-learning’ is required between sorties.
Likewise our STDs also mirror the exact cockpit layout of the aircraft.

Synthetic Training Devices |

Synthetic training is a major component of FTE Jerez “s training programmes.

In early 2009 FTE Jerez incorporated a New Generation Boeing 737-800W simulator. This simulator has received
approval from the CAA as a FSTD A device, and is used to conduct MPL, MCC, JOC, major components of B737
type rating, and advanced training such as TRI courses.

The PA34 devices are identical to our multi engine aircraft and attract maximum credits towards the ATPL course.

FTE Jerez has nine dedicated classrooms all fitted to enable the use of a full range of delivery
media. A CBT package is available to all students through a dedicated intranet path, enabling access to
students from their own rooms and at common points around the campus as well.

Entry Requirements |

FTE Jerez is required by the aviation regulatory authorities to ensure that potential students are capable of achieving
the aims of a professional pilot training programme. The basic educational pre-requisites and others are as
follows:

* Minimum age of 18 years at the beginning of training.

* Sound GCSE passes in English, Maths, Physics (or equivalent).

» Sufficient written and oral English language.

* To pass aptitude tests provided by FTE Jerez in order to provide an indication of the suitability of initial selection
for pilot training.

e UK CAA issued JAA Class 1 Medical.






Aptitude Testing |

FTE Jerez is committed to providing all potential students with an honest appraisal of their aptitude to successfully
complete a professional pilot training course and progression to a position with an airline. To that end, it is
mandatory for all prospective students to attempt the FTE Jerez aptitude testing battery that comprises the
following;:

o FTE Jerez utilises a professional assessment tool called PILAPT.

o FTE Jerez has developed a range of tests to evaluate aptitude to complete the theory
component of pilot training.

U Management of information and people is a key skill for an airline pilot, as is the ability to interact
and engage in a crew environment. FTE Jerez’s trained assessors will conduct an airline style interview to assess

a candidate’s aptitude.

Successful applicants must demonstrate acceptable aptitude in all three areas in order to be accepted for training.

Your future and our commitment |

Only those applicants who pass FTE Jerez's rigorous assessment and selection process are offered a training place
at the school. This process has been developed over many years and we have a very high level of confidence in
this robust system, therefore subsequent failure of the course is highly unlikely.

Nevertheless, should anyone who has been accepted in to training fail the course as a result of ability at any point
up to the CPL Skills Test, we undertake to refund our training fees to the point of failure. Further details of this
refund are available on application.

One of our major concerns is to help students gain employment upon completion of training. The first step begins
before the training starts, with a very strict pre-selection process before being accepted into our course.

You will obtain instruction on CV writing, online application forms and interview techniques. If you are called
forward for an interview and one of our Jet simulators is available we will give you additional preparatory training
prior to your simulator check with the airline.

Post graduation, we provide ongoing support for your job search by assisting you to find airlines who are recruiting,
together with other inside knowledge of what to expect in the job market.

The purpose in the design of the accommodation
and leisure facilities at FTE Jerez is to ensure that the
students remain totally focused on their training.

The campus has been set within a secure
environment protected within the Jerez International
Airport perimeter. Built in a typical Spanish
Mediterranean style and set amongst landscaped
gardens, the campus offers students the perfect
relaxed training environment.

FTE Jerez houses 165 individual rooms designed
